2011 Northern Alberta Interface Fires Disaster Recovery Program

The 2011 Northern Alberta Interface Fires Disaster Recovery Program was announced on August 3, 2011.  The DRP applies to the following wildfire costs between May 14 and May 27, 2011:
· uninsurable municipal infrastructure damage
· emergency operations costs
· equipment and response costs
· evacuation reception centre costs
· structural and interface firefighting 

Interface fires occur when wildfires move from forested land to residential areas. On May 15, 2011, wildfires entered into urban areas, causing both the evacuation of more than 14,000 residents in northern Alberta and millions of dollars in damage. Although this disaster recovery program does not apply to residential and small business operations because fire damage is insurable, municipalities will qualify since the majority of their costs are uninsurable. 

This disaster recovery program applies to:
